Not usefulBy KrykieI moved to Northeastern New Mexico from 
Colorado, and was interested in hiking. There are few books on the area, so I bought this after surfing (not available 
locally, now I know why!)The hikes listed are probably real hikes. However, this book is no aid in helping you find 
the trailheads or understand the trail. For example, to get to a trail head, the author gives mileage ticks from a town -- 
too bad if you are coming from the other direction; there is no way to find the tenth/mile guides he describes. In 
addition, the book touts "topo maps". Well, the topo map is a little cut out of a topo map -- no grid coordinates, no 
main features. Just countour lines and a blacker line going through the cut out grid. No way to determine where the 
grid is.To hike the trails in this book, you will need to visit the ranger offices and get real maps (which have trails 
marked on them) anyway. Not a useful book at all for someone who wants to actually put boot on the ground; but a 
good book for someone that just wants to sit around and read about it.0 of 0 people found the following review 
helpful.
